“Durolustre” made by the Rawlplug  
people. it can be used like clear Luc & you  
can use French Polish between coats to prevent  
the second coat softening the first. the F.P. will  
make it look dull, but becomes perfectly clear  
& transparent when the next coat of Durolustre  
is put over it, (wash brushes in Amyl Acetate.)  
You can get Durolustre from Rodger & Gowletts.
