Arabah el Madfunah —
Feb 2 1932.

Dear Mother.

I am so glad the Arabic letter caused
you so much fun. I am enclosing a page that
I have copied out of the Arabic exercise book
the Sheikh considers it a very fine example of
hand writing. so thought you might like to
see it

I am sorry my letters reach you irregularly
I send them every Tuesday & Friday, I wonder
if any can have gone astray. on the whole the
post here is very good.

What a narrow escape Molly must have
had. she was wonderfully plucky about it.
most girls would have been laid up for weeks
after an adventure like that.

We have poor Miss Ho<I>ly*“ {Holey} on the sick list
now, it is a touch of sunstroke. she will not
wear a hat here, in spite of warnings from
all of us, her chief ambition is to get a sunburnt
complexion, we had a picnic last Tuesday
& we think the trouble started then, for on
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Wednesday she was very sick & queer, & by the
evening had a temperature of 102 which

alarmed Amice dreadfully, we were expecting

one of the American Express be Nile boats & a
friend of ours, Major Anderson. who was on board
had invited us all to dinner the night they

were at Baliana of course Linda Holley®™ {Holey} could
not go, but we brought Major Anderson back

with us after dinner as he is a doctor, & he
examined her & said there was nothing really
wrong other than the results of sunstroke & advised
us what to do. he stayed the night here

& Amice drove him in to Baliana to rejoin

the boat after breakfast. it was very good

of him to come for naturally we were very

worried about her.

We had a very jolly dinner on the “Puritan”
Major Anderson’s mother was there, & a Lord & Lady
somebody made up the party, There were
very few tourists on board — this has been
a very poor season —
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We are expecting D' Junker some time this week
he is going over the broken parts of the cie/<ei>ling
inscriptions that have given us so much trouble.

Sardic has purchased a fine new
gamoose, it cost £9 odd. he is very proud
& full of blessings for our timely help in the
matter

Next Monday will be the Feast
after Ramadan when we visit all the people,
I expect we will all have to take a very big dose
of Eppy after all the strange things we shall
have to eat & drink, We shall all be glad
when Ramadan is over

All here join me in love to
all of you.
